Need more info before applying? Here’s the scoop:
  
· The Morean will furnish each participating artist with one 6-foot table and a chair (2 chairs if you need an extra!). We don't have tablecloths for each table, so please plan to bring one--some of the tables are used in the classroom and have (dried) paint on them. We'll also provide you with a nametag and a plastic sign with your name on it, but feel free to bring any additional signage you choose. The tables will be set up in the middle of the galleries, so keep in mind there will be no wall space for your display. We don’t allow any floor displays.

· Artists can bring as many items as they like, as long as it fits on top of a 6-foot table (there is room for backstock underneath). 

· These are the price points for the sale: $1, $5, $10, $20, $35, $50, $75, $100. You don't have to use all these price points, but please don't bring anything that is not one of these prices. This is very important, as I will be pre-entering your work in our inventory system at these price points.  Artists are asked to label each item with a price tag.
 
· Artists are expected to stay with their work as much as possible during the event. It helps sell your work when you are there to talk about it. The Yard Sale hours are 9am to 1pm.

· All sales will go through the Morean desk--artists don't have to worry about handling money or dealing with credit cards. The Morean will provide artist payments for sold work no later than October 20th, along with a list of what sold.   

· We'll have two setup opportunities for participating artists: 1) Friday, September 13th  between 4pm and 5pm, or 2) Saturday, September 14th between 8am and 9am.  
 
· Breakdown will take place starting at 1pm right after the event.

· There is free parking on-site for participating artists at the Morean for set up and during the event.
